CHAPTER |

Introduction
1.1 Background

An Economic Census is the complete enumeration of thedtiof economic units belonging to a
given population or universe at a particular time with respect to well defined characteristics. Literally,
it is the whole process of collecting, compiling, processamglysng and publishing economic data
relatedto all economic units of a countrit.is a weltstructured undertaking which provides timely,
reliable, accurate and detailed data on the size and distribution of economic units of different
categoriesThe econont census is a primary source liénchmarkstatistics which provides major
facts about the structure and functioning of the national economy as well asduirthe nature of
structural changesaken place in both the formal and informal business sedtorbetween two
economic censuses. It algwovides important data for the framework of GDP, input & output
measures, production & price indices and other statistiresls which are used to measure the short
term changes in the economy.

The history of Economic Census is very recent in comparisothe Population Census. In many
countries, Population Census is the oldest census undertaking followed by Agriculture Census and
Economic Censugespectively. As the natiaheconomy haweengrowing with the rapid expansion

of nonfarm economic actities in the countries, the importance of Economic Census or Business
Census haalso beeremerged as an essential undertaking to provide vital informatidrusiness and
industries Data collected from establishments generally help policy makers mormitmomic
activity, pursue programmes for employment generat@sgess private sector requirements and
provide assistance to business and industries at regional as well as natiogal level

The first Economic Census tittelCe ns us-f ammNBoaonomi ¢ Activities
was onductedduring27-29 December 1986 throughout the country. According to the decision of the
Government, disability was included in this census as a focused issue togeth#rewitmfarm
economic activities. It covered both establishments and househaldsg economic activities.
Agricultural households were kept outside the purview of this economic census.
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The Second Economic Census of the country was held in two phases: the firstyag@7-31
May 2001 in theurban areaand the seconduring20-26 April 2003 inthe rural areadt covered all
nonfarm economic activitie®f both urban and rural areaThree types of economic units such as
permanent establishments, temporary establishments and pleEses household economic
activities were coved in that census.

The third Economic Census was conductedrgy 31 March to 3May 2013 across the countuyder

(GoB). Data collection was carried out in typbasesthe first phase during 324 April 2013 in 37

districts andhe second phase during -8l May 2013 in 27 districts. One of they features of this

census wasisting operationi.e. all unitsof the countryirrespective of establishmedr houseblds,
permanent or temporary, were enlisted prior to the main ceA$as.that only theeconomic units,

except crop agriculture, were separated from the lists sadequentlyenumerated in the main
censuslt is mention worthy thathis stephelped redcethe census burdenonsiderablyin terms of
operation and management. It also contributesh&ure optimum use of public resources.

1.2 Objectives

The main objective of the Economic Census wasb&ervethe nature othestructural changes take
place in the econoynover the last decade, and to provide comprehensive statistical information for
policy makers, planners, researchers, business communities and othpgkcfomaking economic,
social & businesplanning,andfor other uses.

To observe economic actiigs performed by the households; and
To provide disaggregated statistics on various economic activities down to Mauza level.
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1.3 Scope and Coverage of the Census
1.3.1. Scope

All non-farm economicactivities according to BSHK2009 (See Chapter |Jl)exceptSectionT
(Activities of households asmployers; undifferentiated goedsnd servicesproducing activities

of households for own usand SectiorU (Activities of extraterritorialorganisations and bodies

were included in the scope of Economic Census 2013. Settiwas excluded consideriripat
activities under this section have been conventionally covered partly by the Agriculture Census and
partly by the Labour Force Survey, and to avoid the duplication. Sddtiwas not included in the
scope of the census as the activities under tltisogeare not reasonably taken into account to the
national accounts aggregatgigbally; traditionally this section was kept outside of the scopes of
earlier two economic censuses, i.e. Economic Census 2001 & 03 and Economic Census 1986.

Hence, all govenment and nomgovernment establishments engaged in such activities mentioned
above for profimaking or for serving the community irrespective of their nature such as
permanenttemporaryor householdwere considered in the scope of this Censtugs menion

worthy that, h addition tothe economic activities carried out in the housebp#ttivities operated
outside the household such as hawking, operating own rickshaw/push cart/van/easy bike/other
transports, street vending etc. were included withinptim¥iew of the household based economic
activitieswhereaghese activities were included as temporary establishmettie icensus 02001

& 03.

Thus, the scopand coverage of the Economic Census 2013 are different from that of 1986 and
2001 & 03. Theefore, the findings of the Economic Census 2013 would not be fully compéwable
that of earlier censuses particularly for the temporary economic units and household based
economic units.

1.3.2 Coverage

Geographically, the Census has covered the eatéa of the country except territorial enclaves.

All establishments and economic households located both in urban and rural areas were completely
enumerated in the census.may be noted that the scope, coverage, concepts & definitions and
guestionnaire fothe censusverevetted by the Technical Committee.

1.4 Census Planning and Operation
1.4.1 Census Process

A systematic and comprehensive census vptek was prepared delineating detailed activities thigh
specific timelineandwasfurnished in tle Development Project Proposal (DRPjhe project with the

view to ensuringa smooth census operation. The plan contained a brief description of all census
activities from the beginning to the ending of the process including the pilot cé&tisaperational
procedures relating to the design of questionnaire, methodoladpés, collectionplan, training
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progranme and procedures, field control, manpower requiremgoltsgdescriptionf the supervisory
census personnel, census publicity, and distributfaensus materials, data processingnalysisand
publication plansverealso illustrated in the work plan. A calendar of census activities with detailed
time frame wasiso prepared ancnsus operation wakcomplishedollowing the census calendar.

1.4.2 Listing of Establishments and Households

A complete list of all establishments and households of the country was prepared before the
main enumeration. Both economic and +emonomic establishments and households
irrespective of their nature, that isemporary or permanent were enlisted. Only basic
information such as name, address, nature of household and establishment, total persons
engaged (TPE) by sex etc. of the units were colledtenhg listing operatioimn order to identify
whether the units engaged in any neagricultural economic activity. From this list, economic

units wereseparate@nd included in the main census for data collectml the rest erekept

outside the purview of the census. The wimilecess watermed ag-irst Zonal Ogeration.

1.4.3 Zonal Operation

Two zonal operations wearried out in order to completke preparatory work of the main census.
Under theFirst Zonal Operationlisting of all units, mapping. geocode updatingaind formation of
Enumeration Area (EAwere accomplished. Recruitment of interviewers and supervisors, further
checking of geacode, formation of various census committees vaenee under theSecond Zonal
Operation

1.4.4 Pilot Census

Pilot census is the dresshearsal of the main censusidtthe methodof testing the efficiency of
census preparation. It helps in understanding whether there has been any deficiency in any stage o
census preparation. To examine the preparatory wotlkeohain census, Rilot Censusvascarried

out during 814 February 2013 in two areas Ward No. 150f SylhetCity Corporation andt Vayna

Union of SujanagarUpazilaunderPabnabDistrict. The Pilot Census covered the issuetesfingthe
appropriatenessfthequest i onnai re i ncl udldaperationevishpupendsemt s 6
data processing, tabulation and data analysis. After the pilot census, necessary changes viere made
the process of preparatitmensure smooth censaperation

1.4.5 Mapping & GecCoding

A hierarchical geographical cadj system in respect of administrative units was developed by BBS in
order to identify the units uniquely from the highest to the lowest tier. BBS has also developed the
digital maps of alMauzas the smallest administrative unit of the country. Thesesmegoe used as

the base map ithe preparation of enumeration area (EA) maps and supeiwistp inthe censs.
Geocodes were updateéand mapsof EAs as well as supervisomsere prepared during zonal
operations prior tthemain census to demarcate eranation areas properly. This process also helped

in establishing a strong control ahecking thecoverage error of the census.
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1.4.6 Manuals and Control Forms

Manual is the tool to conceptualize the questionnasrevell asoperationalize the field wérof

the censusTwo manuals the Field Manualfor operational controlandthe Training Manual

for the Interviewers were prepared before tlimal enumeration. Legal aspect of the census,
composition and duties® responsibilities of various census contegs, interviewers,
supervisors, census -@avdinators, method of training, mode of publicity, distribution and
recollection process of census materials etc. were explained in the Field Manual. Definitions
and concepts of various terms, the method of dali@ction, meaning of each questiohthe
censugyquestionnairgprocess of filling up the tally sheets were narrated in the Training Manual
for the Interviewersln addition, some control forms were prepared auapplied to the field to
regulatethe censs activitiesas well asto have aquick summary ofthe census datdy
administrative tier

1.4.7 Publicity & Campaign

Publicity & campaign is considered as a significant part of any census. Usually, people or respondents
show reluctance iproviding any data to the interviewers a8l of them arenot awareenough of the
usefulness of statistical informatioHence, nedia campaign can contribute immensely to motivate

the respondents to respond to the census questiomi#tirehe accurate informationt facilitates

easier access of the interviewers to the respondents. Overall campaign, including use of print and
electronic media, added a new dimension to Economic Census 2013. The following steps were taken
in connection with the campaign of Economic Cena013:

1. Horse Carts Rallywas arranged during the main census. It is notable that this idea was very
effective in creating awareness of people waghighly appreciated bthe mass people

2. Regular advertisemeginspiring the target groufor paticipation in censusverepublished in
a number of daily newspapers.

3. Special supplement dhe beginning day of maicensusperationwas published in a number
of newspapers.

4. The events of countdown, celebrity cafisithi path (manuscript of vergecited in a special
melody)phonein-programmes, theme songs, local songs, jindtdk,songs were frequently
aired by theBangladesh BetafRadio)

5. Bangladesh Television and some of the private TV Channels were engampetdst talk
show, jingle theme songs, tribal songs, B¢rolling and phon@-programmes etc.

6. Bill boards weralisplayedn different parts of the city corporations.

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1.4.8 Training and Data Collection

Training and data collection areetimost fundamental componentsf a census. A comprehensive
training was impadd to the census personnel to make them efficient in their respgabigeThe
whole country, 64 districts including city corporations, were divided into 86 areas and named as
Census Districtgluring first zonal operation. The Census Districts wWarther segmentednto small
areas to ensure intensigapervision and monitoringp that quality data collection could be ensured.
The 86 Census Districts were divided i@®73zones on the basis of the listing operation to make
sure that the censu®uld bemanaged properly and enumerasexturately. The zones were divided
into 67,847 Enumeration Areas (EA)eachconsisting of around 150 economic units irrespective of
household orestablishmentAn interviewer was appointed for each EA and a superwsas
designated for supervisintpe work of a group of 6 to 7 interviewers. To carry out the final data
collection, a total 067,036InterviewergData Collectors)12,175Supervisos, 2,073Zonal Officers

and 86 District Census Coordinators (DCCs) were appainhterviewers andupervisors were hired
from the local educated amployed youths while the Zonal Officemad DCCs were assigned from
BBS Officials.

To ensure quality cdrol of data collection, foutier supervision circlesvere created Supervisors

were assigned for overseeing the activities of Interviewers, Zonal officer for Supervisors and DCCs
for Zonal Officers. Several independent teams comprising of the senmalsfiof BBS and SID were
assigned for supervigyj and monitoring the overadictivities of the census to achieve quality results.
Moreover, extra measures were taken to ensure the quality of census engaging some of the high
officials temporarilysuch asDeputy Secretaries and Joint Secretafiesn the Ministry of Public
Administration.

In order to haveuality data and ttrain the census personnel same essential techniques of census
operation including questionnajrewvo-day longtraining programmaevas conducted. DCCs (Master
Trainers) were trainelly the re Training Team(CTT) of the Gensus inthe Headquarters of BBS,
Zonal Officers by DCCs at distritteadquarterand Supervisors & Interviewers by Zonal Officers at
UpazildUnion level.The erbatm training manualcontainingdetailed instructionsn the techniques
of filling up the questionnairand of other field operations &re provided to all trainees to ensure
uniform trainingacross the countryBesides, hndson-exercise on the technique déta collection
was demonstrated at the field at all levels of training.

After the training, enumeration was done in two phadast phaseduring 1524 April 2013 in 37
districts andsecond phasduring 1524 May 2013 in 27 districts. Tensure a sma operation, a
centralCensus Control Roomvas set up ahe Headquartersf BBS thatwaskept functioning round
the clock.In addition Control Rooms were also established at different leweish as ategional,
district, Upazilaoffices and uniomarishadsto meetup any emergency instantly. After the completion
of enumeration, census books were preservétparilaStatistical Offices with a view to editing and
coding at local level. Onlyally Sheet$ thesummary sheet of a census bdaking informaéion on a
few key questions were brought tatHeadquarterfor preparing the preliminary report.
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1.5 Data Editing and Coding

Coding refergo puttinga numeric number following statistical classification. It is used to group
and organi® information meaingfully and systematically into standard format that is useful for
determining similarity of ideas, events, objects or persons. In Economic Census 2013, Bangladesh
Standard Industrial Classification (BSIC) 2009, preparedti®yBBS following Internationk
Standard IndustriaClassification (ISIC) ReM, was used to codify the economic units by their
activities. Besides, Bangladesh Central Product Classification (BCPC)i28k® developed by

the BBS based on Central PraztuClassification (CPC) Re®.i was used in coding the product

and the service produced by the economic units. The coding was done at the field offices of BBS
by the hired coders from the local unemployed and educated youths, but the activity was
intensively supervised in different tiey bhe staff of BBS. To make the coders a@nhesupervisors
conceptualized the coding of economic activity, fdegy longtraining was conducted at all district
Headquarters The coding and editing activities were strongly supervised by the supervising
officers who received fotdtay long training at theHeadquarteref BBS, and acted as the master
trainers at field level trainingCoding Books short form of BSIC in Bengali and BCPCwere
supplied to all coders, supervisors as well as master tramensure unique coding.

It is important to mention that the filledd questionnaires were also edited i.e. each questionnaire
of the book was thoroughly verified manually before coding at the field offices of BBS to make
them flawless to the extent possibkhe editing activitywas accomplished following the same
procedure as coding.

1.6 Data Entry and Processing

After the completion of editing and coding, the data was made entry in the computers at the Union
Information and Servic€entres (UISCs) throghout the country in order to complete the activity
within the shortest possible time. Besides, data of various city corporations like Dhaka, Chittagong,
Rajshahi, Khulna, Barisal, Rangpur, Sylhet and Gazipur were captured ldéadkguarterof BBS.
Datamade entry at UISCs were automatically transfetoednd stored at the central server installed
specially for the Census at thteadquarter®f BBS. Eventually, the data were uploaded, processed
andanalyd at theHeadquarterand a number of statistidables wergenerated

One of the outstanding features of the Economic Census 2013 was that the data entry was complete:
within a very short timein three monthsas it had been carried out at the field level at a time across
the country as well as #te Headquarters. A On | i n e waS gesetogethlBy a consulting firm
namedinformation Solutions Ltd. (ISLyyhich has been hired to do the job, creating the opportunity

of making data entry across the country at a time botimlime andin offline. Therefore, data entry

was done in both waysnline and offline The firm was engaged not only for developing the system

but also for providing necessary supports until the preparation of final results.
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1.7 Post Enumeration Check (PEC)

One of the mostignificant and indispensable part of any census is to conduct Post Enumeration
Check (PEC) to validate the census d&@ansus data collection is often prone to diverse- non
sampling errors due to its size. PEC, conducted independently soon after thede¢gmsadlection, is

one of the standard methods of calculating that ®rfbhe PEQresultsare used for correcting the
errors of the censusPEC refers to re-enumeration of the economic units of some specific
Enumeration Areas (EA®f the censuselectngthrough an appropriate samplingethod

PEC isdefined aghe full recount of all the economic units of a representative sample of a census
population followed by matching each unit enumerated in the PEC with the information obtained from
the census rumeration Therefore, it estimatethe extent of coverage as well as content errors
occurred in the census enumeration.

It is worthwhile mentioning that coverage error is the error come out due te@wet or undecount
of the economic units owing mitting or doublecounting of the units. However, content error refers
to the flaw in the characteristics of economic units reported during census enumeration.

Coverage errors are of three types: i) Omissions, ii) Duplications, and iii) Erroneousidnslu
However, content errors may take place if information of the units such as type of unit, type of
activity, total persons employed etc., is wrongly recorded.

Bangladesh Institute of Development Studies (BIDS), an autonomous professional bodg, aatrri

the PEC being chosen by BBS in view of keeping the independence between the PEC and the Censuzs
BIDS was selected considering their past experience on conducting theofPE@pulation and
Housing Census 2011 successfully, and their Expressionevésttas well.

The sampling design prepared by BIDS involved drawing a sample of 300 Enumeration Areas (EAS)
following two stage sampling procedure. In the first stage, the overall economy was divided into three
strata, namely City Corporations, Municipias and Rural areas. Based on the share of these three
strata in the total number of economic units in the census, a total of 300 unions/wards were selected
from these strata. In the second stage, one EA was selected from each sample union/ward. All
ecaomic units belonging to the sample union/ward were completely enumerated under the PEC.
Economic units are the basic units of investigation in both Census and PEC. laasithef the pre

census listingesults, EAs were created to have about 150 econoniis per EA. With 300 sample

EAs, the total size of the sample economic units, thus, becomes nearly 45000, which was considerec
large enough for getting reliable estimates of coverage and content error.

According to the usual feature of a PEC, a shuoéstionnaire was prepared consisting of 14 out of the
27 questions of the census questionnaire so as to reflect the content errors of theropedysData

of the PEC were collected duringl® October, 2013 and just before the data collection, aigor
training was imparted to the PEC personnel.
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The PEC findingsreveal that theNet UnderCount is 084% which is 0.70% in rural, 1.34% in
municipality and 0.99% in city corporation. Adjusting the data of the Economic Census 2013 using
the PEC findingsthe core estimatest national level becomees follows:

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CHAPTER Il
Concepts & Definitions

2.1Economic Activity:
All activities undertaken for profit or owoonsumptionare consideredsaeconomic activities. Such

activities shall refer to production, distribution, marketing and sales of goods and services.

2.2Economic Unit:
Economic Unit is defined as a single establishment or economic household operating economic

activities for proft, household gain or indirect benefit to the community.

2.3 Establishment:
An establishment is an enterprise or part of an enterprise that is situated in a single location and in

which only a single (no@ancillary) productive activity is ¢ded out or n which the principal
productive activity accounts for most of the value added.

The basic economic unit operdt@ a permanent or temporary place is treated as establishment. If the
activity is carried out in a separate room of a household or placganpop/show room/plants is
also considered as separate economic establishment.

2.4Permanent Structure:
A structure that has a fixed location and permanent shed, wall and fence is a permanent structure. I

may be a building, tin shed or a hut or pénereof. It usually lasts for more than a year.

2.5Temporary Structure:
Temporary structures are those which have temporary shed but with no wall or fence. It may also be a

type with wall or fence but no shed.

2.6 Permanent Establishment:
An economicunit outside household having fixed location and permanent structure is a permanent

establishment. Permanent establishmeaperatedn a permanent structure.

2.7 Temporary Establishment:
An economic unit located in a fixed place beside a road omaréet place outside household, under

a temporary shed for a year or more is a temporary establishfhenstructure may have either shed
havingno fence or fenceith no shedTemporary establishmentaperatedn a temporary structure.

2.8 EconomicHousehold:
Householdsthose have noragricultural economic activities such as cottage industry, shop or

workshop in or within its premisare classified as Economic Household. However, economic
activities operated in the household as welloperated outde the household such as hawking,
operating own rickshaw/push cart/van/easy bike, street vendareiacluded within the purview of
the household based economic activities.

2.9 Non-Profit Institutions (NPI):

of timber and other plants, animals or animal products from a farm or their natural habitats. This
section also covers fisheriesid aquaculture. In Economic Census 2013, onlyhwarsehold based
activities of such types has been considered as economic activities.

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2.21.2 SectiorB: Mining and quarrying:
This section includes the extraction of minerals occurring naturally as gobdl and ores), liquids

(petroleum) or gases (natural gas). Extraction can be achieved by different methods such as
underground or surface mining, well operation, seabed mining etc. These activities also include
supplementary activities aimed at prepgrthe crude materials for marketing, for example, crushing,
grinding, cleaning, drying, sorting, concentrating ores, liqguefaction of natural gas and agglomeration
of solid fuels. These operations are often carried out by the units that extracted thesrasolior

2.21.3 SectiorC: Manufacturing:
Manufacturing includes the physical or chemical transformation of materials, substances or

components into new product. Substantial alteration, renovation, or reconstruction of goods is
generally combined to be manufacturing.

The units engaged in manufacturing are often described as plants, factories or mills and
characteristically use powseriven machines and materidiandling equipment. However, economic

units that transform materiatsr subst ances into new products b
those engaged in selling to the general public of products made on the same premises from which they
are sold, such as bakeries and custom tailors, are also included in this sectiomcMangf units

may process materials or may contract with other units to process their materials for them. Both types
of units are included in manufacturing.

2.21.4 SectiorD: Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply:
This section includes thactivity of providing electric power, natural gas, steam, hot water and the

like through a permanent infrastructure (network) of lines, mains and pipes. The dimension of the
network is not decisive; also included are the distribution of electricity stgan, hot water and the

like in industrial parks or residential buildings. This section therefore includes the operation of electric
and gas utilities, which generate, control and distribute electric power or gas. Also included is the
provision of steamrad airconditioning supply.

2.21.5 SectiorE: Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities:
This section includes activities related to the management (including collection, treatment and

disposal) of various forms of waste, suchsabd or nonsolid industrial or household waste, as well

as contaminated sites. The output of the waste or sewage treatment process can either be disposed
or become an input into other production processes. Activities of water supply are also grdbjsed
section, since they are often carried out in connection with, or by units also engaged in, the treatment
of sewage.

2.21.6 SectiorF: Construction:
This section includes general construction and specialized construction activities for buatdings

civil engineering works. It includes new work, repair, additions and alterations, the erection of
prefabricated buildings or structures on the site and also construction of a temporary nature.

2.21.7 SectiorG: Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles:
This section includes wholesale and retail sale (i.e. sale witremsformation) of any type of goods

and the rendering of services incidental to the sale of these goods. Wholesaling and retailing are the
final steps in the distribution of goods. Goods bought and sold are also referred to as merchandise.
Also includedin this section are the repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles.

2.21.8 SectiorH: Transportation and storage including postal and courier:
Economic unit engaged in passenger or freight transport, whether scheduled or not,pipefié,

road, wate or air and associated activities such as terminal and parking facilities, cargo handling,
storage etc. included in this section is the renting of transport equipment with driver or operator.
Postal and courier activities are also included here.

2.21.9 ®ctionl: Accommodation and food service activities (Hotel and restaurant):
Activities of economic units include the provision of sk&tdy accommodation for visitors and other

traveles and the provision of complete meals and drinks fit for immediatswaption. The amount
and type of supplementary services provided within this section can vary Widdlg i t ed Nat
2 0 Q B3lso includes either one or both of hotels and restaurants.

2.21.10 Sectiofd: Information and communication:

These activieés include the production and distribution of information and cultural products, the
provision of the means to transmit or distribute these products, as well as data or communications,
information technology activities and the processing of data and iofeemation service activities.

The main components of this section are publishing activities, including software publishing, motion
picture and sound recording activities, radio and TV broadcasting and programming activities,
telecommunications activitieand information technology activities and other information service
activities.

2.21.11 SectiorK: Financial and insurance activities:
This section includes financial service activities, including insurance, reinsurance and pension funding

activities aml activities to support financial services. This section also includes the activities of
holding assets, such as activities of holding companies and the activities of trusts, funds and similar
financial entities.
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2.21.12 SectiofL: Real estate activities
This section includes acting as lessors, agents and/or brokers in one or more of the following: selling

or buying real estate, renting real estate, providing other real estate services such as appraising ree
estate or acting as real estate escrow agdwtivities in this section may be carried out on own or
leased property and may be done on a fee or contract basis. Also included is the building of structures.
combined with maintaining ownership or leasing of such structures.

2.21.13 SectiotM: Professional, scientific and technical activities:
This section includes specialized professional, scientific and technical activities. These activities

require a high degree of training, and make specialized knowledge and skills available. to user

2.21.14SectionN: Administrative and support service activities:
This section includes a variety of activities that support general business operations. These activities

differ from those irthe sectionof Professional, scientific and technical activitisgcetheir primary
purpose is not the transfer of specialized knowledge.

2.21.15 SectiorO: Public administration and defense; compulsory social security:
This section includes activities of a governmental nature, normally carried out by the public

administation. This includes the enactment and judicial interpretation of laws and their pursuant
regulation, as well as the administration of programmes based on them, legislative activities, taxation,
national defense, public order and safety, immigration sesyioreign affairs and the administration

of government programmes. This section also includes compulsory social security activities.

2.21.16 SectiofP: Education
This section includes public or private education at any level or for any professioor, writen as

well as by radio and television or other means of communication. It includes education by the
different establishments in the regular school system at its different levels as well as adult education,
literacy programmes, religious educatigmadrashas), technical education, computer education,
professional coachingentres, trainingcentres etc. Also included are military schools and academies,
prison schools etc. at their respective levels.

2.21.17SectionQ: Human health and social worlactivities:
This section includes the provision of health and social work activities. Activities include a wide range

of activities, starting from health care provided by trained medical professionals in hospitals and other
facilities, over residentialare activities that still involve a degree of health care activities to social
work activities without any involvement of health care professionals.

2.21.18 SectiorR: Arts, entertainment and recreation:
This section includes a wide range of activitiesrteet varied cultural, entertainment and recreational

interests of the general public, including live performances, operation of museum sites, gambling,
sports and recreation activities.
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2.21.19 Sectiors: Other service activities:
This section (as asidual category) includes the activities of membershijjanistions, the repair of

computers and personal and household goods and a variety of personal service activities not covere
elsewhere in the classification.

2.21.20 SectiofT: Activities of hougholds as employers; undifferentiated goods asdrvices
producing activities of households for own use:

This class includeactivities of households as employers of domestic personnel such as maids, cooks,
waiters, valets, butlers, laundresses, gardengasekeepers, stableds, chauffeurs, caretakers,
governesses, babysitters, tutors, secretaries etc. This division also includes the undifferentiated
subsistence googwoducing and services producing activities of households. Households should be
classfied here only if it is impossible to identify a primary activity for the subsistence activities of the
household. If the household engages in market activities, it should be classified according to the
primary market activity carried out

2.21.21 SectiofU: Activities of extraterritorialorganisations and bodies:
Activities of internationabrganistions such as the United Nations and the specialized agencies of the

United Nations system, regional bodies etc., the International Monetary Fund, the Wak|dtlza

World CustomsOrganistion, theOrganistion for Economic Cmperation and Development, the
Organisition of Petroleum Exporting Countries, the European Communities, the European Free Trade
Association, Asian Development Bankpod and Agriculture @anisation International Labour
Organisatioretc. This class also includes activities of diplomatic and consular missions when being
determined by the country of their location rather than by the country they represent.
